	Listening and Attention:
· Demonstrates listening by trying to join in with rhymes and stories
· Listens with interest to the noises an adult makes when they read stories
· Listens to stories with increasing attention and recall
· Maintains attention, concentration and sits quietly during appropriate activities

· Beginning to put two words together
· Use a simple sentence
· Use more complex sentences e.g. using and or because
· Explore the meaning and sounds of new words

· Understand a simple sentence
· Understand a complex sentence
