Terms and conditions: 
1. All new families are invited to visit the setting prior to their child attending Holiday Club.
2. Morning/All Day children will need to choose a lunch, unless part of the BNHF scheme.
3. Children arriving at 1pm need to have lunch at home before coming to club, unless part of the BNHF scheme.
4. On trip days you must make sure that your child is at Beehive by 9am, unless otherwise stated, and have a suitable backpack to carry their things in.
5. In the interest of safety, we expect all new families to attend 2 to 3 sessions in the setting to allow us to assess the personality and needs of the child before being taken out on trips.
6. Reception children are allowed to attend the half day trips only. Children in year one and above are able to go on full day trips. Holiday Club is still available on trip days to children who are unable to go on the trip. They will instead join the younger children for their Holiday Club session or have separate planned activities.
7. Hot meals cannot be booked for children going on trips unless this is part of the trip.
8. Please make sure that your child has appropriate clothing and footwear for Holiday Club, particularly on trip days.
9. All trips are weather permitting, and reliant on enough bookings to make it viable.
10. We would recommend that your child leaves a bag of spare clothes at Beehive in case we do any wet or messy activities.
11. You must ensure that your child brings any medication that they need with them and that it is left at Beehive for the duration of their time at each Holiday Club. E.g. Inhalers, jext pen.
